Attend an FAA sponsored safety seminar and receive 3 hours of flight instruction; an hour each on:  take offs and landings, instrument flying, and basic airwork.  All requirements must be completed within a 12-month period.  Every 12 months, you can achieve another phase of the “WINGS” program.  The requirements are the same for each phase.  Receive a set of “WINGS” and a certificate for each phase. Consult Advisory Circular 61-91H for details.

· Use all available weather sources both before and during flight.
· Are you prepared for survival options? Bring a survival and first aid kit with you.
· File and activate a flight plan, use ATC flight following!

· Tell someone where you are going, and when you should be back.
